Lithuania, officially the Republic of Lithuania (Lithuanian: Lietuvos Respublika), is a 

country in Northern Europe. One of the three Baltic states, it is situated along the southeastern 

shore of the Baltic Sea, to the east of Sweden and Denmark. It is bordered by Latvia to the north, 

Belarus to the east and south, Poland to the south, and Kaliningrad Oblast (a Russian exclave) 

to the southwest. Lithuania is a member of the European Union, the Council of Europe, a full 

member of the Schengen Agreement and NATO. On 1 January 2015, Lithuania adopted the euro 

as the official currency and became the 19th member of the Eurozone. 

 

Population and Religion 

Lithuanians are one of the ethnic groups in the Baltic region. Lithuania has a population 

of about 2,718,352 people. According to the data from Eurostat, 66.1 percent of the population 

of Lithuania, aged 25 – 64, can speak two or more foreign languages, 31.5 percent can speak 

one foreign language, and a mere 2.5 percent of the population cannot speak any foreign 

languages. The foreign languages people speak the most are English and Russian. Lithuanians 

are sometimes called the northern Italians, referring to our warm sensual nature. 

Lithuania became Christianised at the end of the 14th - beginning of the 15th century. 

Up until that time, it was a pagan country. Today, Roman Catholics represent the majority of 

the population. The Russian Orthodox Church, Protestants-Lutherans, Evangelical Christians 

Baptists, Islamic and Judaic religions are all represented in Lithuania. Believers of all religions 

are equal before the law.

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Climate 

The climate of Lithuania can be described as a typical European continental influenced 

climate with warm, dry summers and fairly severe winters. January is the coldest month with 

daytime temperatures usually around -5°C, but in some cases, winter months can be quite 

colder with temperatures far below zero, about -20°C or lower and strong, cold north-easterly 

winds. Heavy snowfall or even snowstorms are also possible on some days. The weather is 

often breezy and humid due to the proximity of the Baltic Sea.  

In summer daytime temperatures reach 20-25°C, but sometimes quite higher, 30°C or 

more. In most of the time, it is dry weather with sunny spells, rain often falls with sometimes 

heavy Thunderstorms that can occur at the end of the day. July is the warmest month with an 

average Temperature of 18°C. Annual Precipitation is about 400-600 mm.  

Generally, the weather is best May-September, when days are warm and the nights are 

cool, although it rains more in spring than in summer. Autumn and winter are usually a little 

chilly and wet, sometimes snowy and often foggy.  

 

Language 

The Lithuanian language (lietuvių kalba) is the official state language of Lithuania and is 

recognized as one of the official languages of the European Union. There are about 2.96 million 

native Lithuanian speakers in Lithuania and about 0.2 million abroad. 

Lithuanian is a Baltic language, closely related to 

Latvian, although they are not mutually intelligible. It 

is written in an adapted version of the Roman script. 

Lithuanian is believed to be the linguistically most 

conservative living Indo-European tongue, retaining 

many features of Proto Indo-European. The only 

remaining live languages belonging to the Indo-

European family of languages are Lithuanian and Latvian.

ECTS is a learner-centred system for credit accumulation and transfer, based on the 

principle of transparency of the learning, teaching and assessment processes.

1. Erasmus + Student Application Form. The application forms should be filled in 

electronically, printed out, signed and send per e-mail to the INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

by post. You can just take the required signatures and stamps and send the scanned document 

to us. Kindly ask your Erasmus+ coordinator to send your nomination letter to 

erasmus@utenos-kolegija.lt.  

2. Learning agreement. Learning Agreement has to be filled in, stamped and signed by the 

college and the student applying for the mobility. Both the learning agreement for studies and 

learning agreement for traineeship need to be filled in electronically. There is no need to send 

the agreements on paper by post. You can just take the required signatures and stamps and 

send the scanned document to us. 

3. Transcript of records. Issued by sending institutions and provides up-to-date records of 

students’ progress in their studies: the educational components they have taken, the number 

of ECTS credits they have achieved and the grades they have been awarded. 

4. Passport or ID copy (from both sides)   

5. Health insurance card or any other relevant document. We recommend you to have 

travel insurance. European Health Insurance Card is obligatory! In case you cannot apply for a 

European Health Insurance Card, it is obligatory to have health insurance coverage in 

Lithuania.  NB! Utenos kolegija / Higher Education Institution does not provide you with either 

accident insurance, health insurance or liability insurance. Having adequate insurance is the 

student´s responsibility.

BEFORE ARRIVAL 

A citizen of a European Union Member State may enter the Republic of Lithuania and 

stay for a period not exceeding three months starting from the first day of entry into the 

Republic of Lithuania. 

Family members of the citizens of a European Union Member State may enter the 

Republic of Lithuania together with the citizen of the European Union Member State or arrive 

at him/her and stay in the Republic of Lithuania for a period not exceeding three months 

starting from the first day of entry into the Republic of Lithuania. 

 

An alien who is not a citizen of a European Union Member State and wants to enter the 

Republic of Lithuania and stay in it must own a visa.

If you’ve come from one of the 28 Member States of the European Union, Iceland, 

Liechtenstein, Norway or Switzerland and have a European card of health insurance, you are 

guaranteed state health care services in the case of an accident. You need to be aware that the 

card does not cover the expenses of health care services provided by the private sector. 

If you are a citizen of a country outside the EU, you should contact the embassy of your 

country in Lithuania and enquire about the opportunities for health insurance in this country. 

Students above the age of 18 could be considered for insurance and get free medical care. To 

do so, they must present a document, proving their status as a student, to the territorial health 

insurance fund. Then, if you want to get registered at a health centre, you will have to fill in an 

application on a special form at the reception desk and present a document proving personal 

identity (with the photo and a National Identification Number).

Accommodation/housing

 If students come to study at Medicine Faculty, they could be offered 

accommodation in Aušros str. 73, Utena. (See for in map) 

 

Due to the increasing number of students, only places in shared rooms are offered. 

Rooms are shared by two or three students. The monthly rent of a place in a room in the 

“Student house” is 70 EUR. The rental fee is subject to change. International exchange students 

are required to pay for the accommodation in advance for the entire semester at their arrival 

or during the introductory week.

For Erasmus + exchange Students the reservation of a place at the “Student house” is 

made through the International Relations Department. Students have to fill in the 

Accommodation application form. 

International degree-seeking students, apply for a place at the "Student house" by 

filling a relevant part of the Application form. 

At the arrival, international students who were allocated a place at the "Student house" 

must sign an Agreement on accommodation in the Student House.
